· Guiding Principles: 
· Everything is created by God, so every part of creation is connected to one another. 
· Solidarity is a commitment to the welfare of everyone regardless of race, religion, political beliefs, etc. 
· Dedication to the human family, the living Body of Christ. That connectedness to Christ means that we are dedicated to the mission of Christ to uphold the dignity of all.
· Questions for Discussion: 
· Where in Scripture does it say that we are one family in Christ? (Examples Genesis 4; John 17; etc.)
· In what ways did Jesus model His solidarity with us?  
· If we are all children of God, how does that effect the way that we see each other? Did Jesus come for only one group of people? What does it mean to be Catholic? 
· Activities:
